A second download track ‘Live In My Head’ also from the album was released in
spring tour 2008, to coincide with biggest tour they have ever undertaken
playing to sell out crowds across Europe.

The album is scheduled for release in early 2009.

The band established themselves in 2001 with their debut album 'Living in a Magazine',
Credited as the most important forerunners of Electroclash, the band created a sound
that remains truly distinctive and fresh.
